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Aboard HMCS Protecteur —
His entire career has been spent
on east coast ships, all the DDHs.
When posted to an AOR in
November, 1988 as coxswain,
Chief Petty Officer 1st Class
John Auld accepted it as his last
posting at sea.

And what a way to spend five
months of his 32nd and final year
at sea, afloat in the troubled
waters of the Gulf.

“To me it was a challenge of a
lifetime,” he says. “I've spent all
my life training for this.”

The Chief saw his main
responsibility as Coxswain of
Protecteur, so vital a link to the
other two Canadian ships in the
Gulf, as well as to the allied ships
of the United Nations naval
blockade it refuels, as ensuring
morale was alive and well. He

worked hard at quashing rumors. -

and getting the facts to the crew,
briefing them if he saw a poten-
tial problem coming up; keeping
them informed. He met regularly
with his co-ordinates, the other
chiefs on board.

With the ship’s first company
numbering 353, he had his hands
full but admits, with a modest
smile, he was able to handle any
problem that arose.

“I've been taught by this (Op
Friction) to be flexible,” he says.
“It was an ever-changing situa-
tion. Whether we went alongside’
(into port) or to anchor, it had to
be max flex. Then there was no
disappointment or bad morale.”

Two Families
Describing himself as a “father
figure” for the crew, he says, “It’s

a game we play.” And it works. “I
hardly ever had to discipline any-
one. We had a great crew. It was
so much like a family.”

He knows about being a father
and looks forward to playing the
role again for real back home in
Mount Uniacke, N.S. with his
wife Marina and youngest son
Daniel, 16.

C1 Auld has been away before
for as long a time as the Op Fric-
tion deployment has taken him
— six-month and four-month
NATO exercises; two months at a
time on various Caribops — but
this time it was different.

“I have never missed my fami-
ly more than this time,” he says.
“It was a deep-seated pain. We
seemed so cut off from home and
family although everyone back
home has been good in support-
ing us.” '

He's not sure why. Perhaps, he
muses, it was the way the ships
left, the abruptness and all the
hard work that went into ready-
ing the ships for departure. The
one day off before sailing.

When the news came that the
Protecteur would be accompany-
ing HMC Ships A thabaskan and
Terra Nova to the Gulf, he says
that although the news “wasn’t
exactly devastating”, it was “a
shock™ nonetheless.

“My family has been with me
long enough to know I'm a sailor
and what it meant,” say the cox'n.
“But it still took a great deal of
adjustment when we were get-
ting ready to leave. I had only one
day off.

“We worked seven days a

week,” he recalls. “There was the
food, ammunition, and fuel sup-
plies that go with the usual role of
the supply ship. But then, with
work-ups and the new weapons,
it split the ship into two: a des-
troyer plus a tanker. This was
unique. We weren’t used to what

we've been through.”

One part of the experience
that has confirmed his belief in
the Canadian crews he's sailed
the world’s waterways with over
the last three decades is the abil-
ity to be genuine goodwill

ambassadors.

“We get along well with peo-
ple,” he says. “We try to be
respectful of their custom and we
generally have a good time shop-
ping and sightseeing. This is a
point of pride for the whole ship’s
company.”

The Canadian Air Task Group
Middle East (CATGME)

On Jan. 11, six additional CF-18
aircraft were deployed from Ger-
many to the Gulf to augment
those already there, for a total of
24. Simultaneously, a Boeing 707
air-to-air refuelling aircraft was
deployed. Approximately 130 air-
crew and support personnel have
been deployed with the aircraft.

The Canadian Air Task Group
Middle East operates in conjunc-
tion with aircraft from the United
States and other coalition coun-
tries. Aircraft flying CAP
missions receive flight control
direction through American con-
trollers in specialized United
States Navy ships. To date, this
defensive arrangement has
proven very effective.

The sweep and escort role
which the Canadian CF-18s are
performing consists of escorting
bombers, Airborne Warning and
Control System (AWACS) or
reconnaissance aircraft on opera-
tional missions. Sweep duties
include air operations dedicated
to establishing air superiority
over enemy territory. These mis-
sions may include engaging Iraqi
aircraft in air-to-air combat.

1 Canadian field Hospital

It was also announced on Jan.
16 that 1 Canadian Field Hospital
would deploy to Saudi Arabia
following a request from the

United Kingdom for assistance in
augmenting medical treatment
resources. The hospital is sched-
uled to be in operation by early
March, will fly the Canadian flag
and will be under the command of
Canadian Forces Middle East.
Tactical control will be delegated
to the Commander United King-
dom Forces Middle East. The
hospital will provide medical
treatment and surgical interven-
tion for British and prisoner of
war casualties.

Two more CF-18s to the Gulf

On Jan. 19, it was announced
that two additional CF-18s and
pilots would be deployed to the
Gulf. These aireraft are among
six CF-18s from 433 Tactical
Fighter Squadron stationed in
Bagotville, Que., which flew to
Germany on Jan. 20. The two air-
craft were not added to the Air
Task Group's combat strength of
24, but are being used only as
back-ups in case of major repairs
to the other fighters.

AWACS

Some of the 42 Canadian air
force personnel assigned to 552
AWACS Wing at Tinker Air
Force Base, Oklahoma, are
deploying on a continuing basis to
the Persian Gulf with their crews
from the United States Air
Force. They are flying out of
Saudi Arabia. Canadian air force
personnel assigned to the NATO
Airborne Early Warning Force
at Geilenkirchen, Germany, are
also deploying to Konya, Turkey,
with their NATO crews.

Exchange officers

In addition to these commit-
ments, there are still several
Canadian Forces officers on
exchange duties with allied
nations serving in the Gulf. While

the numbers frequently change,
there are approximately 13 Cana-
dians on exchange with British
forces and five with the Ameri-
can forces.

Sustainment

Sustainment of the Canadian
Forces in the Middle East con-
tinues to be provided by the
Boeing 707s and CC-130 Hercules
of Air Transport Group, Trenton,
Ont. through Lahr to Bahrain and
Qatar. This vital support will be
greatly enhanced by the early
delivery of five new CC-130 Her-
cules transport aircraft.

CF personnel in the Gulf

Up to the end of January, CF
personnel in-theatre numbered
more than 1,850. When 1 Canadi-
an Field Hospital becomes oper-
ational, that number will rise to
more than 2,400.

Rotation of Ships in Gulf

Less than two weeks following
the announcement that the rota-
tion of the crews of HMC Ships
Athabaskan and Terra Nova
ships would be replaced by HMC
Huron and Restigouche. The ship
rotations will take place mid-
April following extensive refits
and upgrades of the Huron and
Restigouche.

Increased Allowance for Gulf
Service

Each member of the Canadian
Forces serving in the Gulf area
will receive a tax-free finanecial
allowance valued at approximate-
ly $600 per month, retroactive
to Jan. 15, 1991. The Jan. 31
announcement also added that
members will be allowed to file
their income tax returns as late
as Oct. 31, and that the standard
allowance of one free five-minute
telephone call per week has been
increased to two calls.

Base Construction Engineering — The 1991/1992 — Maintenance Program

Last year we described how
the Base Construction Engineer-
ing Section, CE for short, can
work for you. That article illus-
trated how CE work should be
requested, how it is staffed, and
the implemented. This year we
would like to outline our plans for
upcoming major maintenance
projects, both on the Base and in
the Married Quarters (MQs).

Before describing the individu-
al projects slated for next fiscal
year, we should first explain a bit
about how our projects are fund-
ed. We are allocated money from
Air Command Headquarters in
two different pots. One cauldron
is maintenance funds dealing
with maintaining buildings and
works in serviceable condition,
and the other contains construc-
tion funds, from which new facil-
ities are constructed. These pots
are further sub-divided by mone-
tary amounts, which coincide
with approval authorities.

Maintenance projects with a
cost under $200,000 can be
approved at Base level, as can
construction projects with a price
tag under $100,000, although
some projects are restricted and
must be approved by a higher
authority regardless of cost.

Projects beyond Base approval
level must be approved by Air
Command Headquarters or Na-
tional Defence Headquarters,
depending on the scope of work
and overall price of the project.
This leads to the meat of this
article and what is of most
interest to you, i.e., what major
maintenance projects we have
programmed to be completed in
1991/1992. The projects outlined
for the Base proper will help
bring some of our 50’s technology
to the present day, and help us
provide for the Base more effi-
ciently. These projects include an
upgrade of the boiler manage-
ment system at the central heat-
ing plant and replacing the lift
pumps of the sewage treatment
plant. Also included will be
replacement of more steam lines
on the North Site. Although
these projects, especially the last,
may cause some inconveniences
and re-routed traffic, they will
prevent further equipment
failures and conserve energy.
On an operational note,
another project to be implement-
ed is the upgrade of the St
Charles Range. The introduction
of new Danger Area Templates
and overall deterioration of the

range have led to the closure of
the range due to safety violations.
Last year, we replaced the exist-
ing fence and the range has been
reopened under a special waiver.

This includes replacing floors and
cupboards in kitchens, removing
windows, replacing walls and
upgrading plumbing in the
bathrooms. Also planned for fis-
cal year 1991/1992 are phases of
our MQs siding and bathroom
renovation projects. In the
bathrooms, walls and tubs will be
replaced and shower windows
removed, while the exterior of
some MQs will be branght,un tg
